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Sellicks Beach Races 2023,@yarlie Brown & Bill Brooks

Sellicks Beach is located on the southern outskirts of Adelaide not far from the McLaren Vale
wine district and just North of the beautiful Fleurieu Peninsula.

Motor racing on Sellicks Beach was first run in the early years of the 20th Century. Several
groups made use of the beach and the hills behind the beach, to race not just bikes, but cars as
well.

In 1924 the Levis Social Club Speed Trials became an annual summer event at Sellicks Beach,
generally on the Australia Day weekend.

At this time the beach with its pebbly base and sand covering that was flattened with every tide,
made the perfect track.

With some time off during WW2 the event ran until 1957.

| knew nothing of the event until it was relaunched in 2017 after 60 years. In keeping with the era,
motorcycles were restricted to pre-1963, the track length was the original one mile (half a mile
down and half a mile back) with a barrel at each end. The relaunch was a great success and the
Levis club decided to hold the event every two years.

After hearing about it | was eager to go in 2019, my mate Dave had a shed on his farm full of AJS

stuff that he had collected over the years, so the challenge was to make two race bikes from what

was in the shed and see which of us could build the faster bike. The pressure was on!
